The unintentional and uncontrollable movements of TD can: 

TD causes repetitive and uncontrollable movements in the face, arms, legs, and 
trunk that appear as twitching, shaking, or jerking.

Tardive dyskinesia is more than a side effect of using these 
medications—it’s a real condition with its own diagnosis and treatment plan.
